Ensure the position for water inlet, waste outlet and fixing brackets, mark the 		
	 centre position on the wall and the pan then place the pan into position and 		
	 align the centre, mark out the fixing hole position and pan on the floor, remove 		
	 the pan and mark in the fixing brackets to fit inside the pan.
Note: 	 The screws and screw holes for the brackets allow tolerance for alignment.

Connect the flexi hose to the cistern cock and fill the cistern, adjust the water 		
	 level if required, water level can be adjusted by using the screw fitting at the top 		
	 of the float on the inlet valve, ensure no leaks evident.
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Step 8.	 Level off the pan and cistern to the floor and the wall, make minor adjustments 		
	 if required, fix the pan to the floor using the screws provided, attach the chrome 		
	 covers in the holes on both sides of the pan, then place the cistern lid in position, 		
	 flush the cistern to ensure the flush is adequate and no leaks evident.
